“Every Victim Every Time” 
was the theme for this 
year’s National Crime Vic-
tims’ Awareness Week 
(April 22-28, 2007).  On 
April 23, 2007, a Candle 
Lighting Ceremony spon-
sored by advocates in 
Limestone County was held on the courthouse steps in 
Groesbeck to honor victims in rural communities and prove 
that violence will not have the last 
word when it comes to justice and 
care. Among those present were the 
Honorable Daniel Burkeen and Victims 

Advocate Deanna Lane. 

On April 24, 2007, the Advocacy 
Center collaborated with the Waco 
Police Department Victims Services; 
Texas Department of Public Safety, 
McLennan County District Attorney’s 
office , M.A.D.D. and the Family 
Abuse Center for a special ceremony 
recognizing the pain experienced by survivors of violence. 
This event embodies the value of the community coming 

together to end the isolation often felt by crime victims.  

Julie Shelton, KWTX News Anchor, served as Master of 
Ceremonies. The Young Marines presented colors and 
Rabbi Mordecai Rotem from Temple Rodef Sholom pro-
vided the invocation. Councilperson Alice Rodriguez read 
a City Proclamation and the Voices of the Heart Singers 
from Hillcrest Professional Development School offered 
healing music. Judge Ralph Strother shared words of wis-
dom and encouragement for everyone in attendance. 
Special thanks go to Texas Christian Academy for the 

use of their facility. 

Our appreciation goes to Danny Daniels and a new pre-
vention organization, Aware Central Texas (ACT), for 
organizing a child abuse prevention campaign.

The work of our Children’s Advocacy Center (CAC) was 
affirmed in a protocol signing event held on April 23, 
2007. The needs of abused children are best served 
through collaborative intervention from the partnership of 
agencies addressing child abuse.  A new Drug Endan-
gered Children (DEC) protocol signed at the event identi-
fies procedures for working with children exposed to the 
manufacture and use of methamphetamine. It was devel-
oped with months of planning and dialogue under the 
leadership of CAC program director, Rev. Kerry Burkley. 
Partner signatures on the protocols include John Segrest, 
McLennan County District Attorney; Larry Lynch, McLennan 
County Sheriff; Alberto Melis, Waco Police Department 
Chief; Gina Harris, Child Protective Services Program  
Director; and David Davis, Advocacy Center Executive 

Director.  

“Remember the Past, Claim the 
Future” is the theme for this 
year’s Sexual Assault Awareness 
Week. The powerful message 
focuses on the need to not only 
respond to sexual violence, but to 

prevent it before it occurs. 

Awareness months and special 
activities are important reminders 
of the needs we can see every 
day of the year. As we all work

Children’s Advocacy Center 

The Children’s Advocacy Center (CAC) began in 1996 and is a collaboration between all agencies in McLennan County that 

work with child abuse: Child Protective Services, McLennan County District Attorney’s Office, McLennan County Sheriff’s Office, 

Waco Police Department’s Crimes Against Children Unit, and all law enforcement agencies in McLennan County.  During this 

fiscal year, 395 vulnerable children were helped by this effective partnership, and over 12,000 elementary, middle and high 

school students were touched by our outreach education efforts.  Program services include: 

Forensic interviews 

Forensic medical exams 

Multi-disciplinary team weekly case tracking 

Family Forward groups 

Educational programs promoting safety, awareness and outreach in schools, 
churches and other community groups in the six-county service area 

24/7 crisis hotline 

Individual, family and group counseling 

Case management and advocacy 

Sexual Assault Nurse Examiner program 

Victims Center 

Established in 1976, the Victims Center responds immediately to survivors of violence and provides comprehensive services to 

promote stability and health. While seventy percent of those served by the program are affected by sexual assault, victims of 

all crimes are eligible for help in the six county Central Texas region of Bosque, Falls, Freestone, Hill, Limestone, and McLennan 

Counties. During this fiscal year, 1,195 people received face to face services and nearly 3,000 hotline callers were helped 

through this important program which includes: 

Regular face to face contact with children in foster care 

Independent investigations of the child’s life 

Interviews of the child and persons involved in the child’s life 

Review of all records 

Written reports to the court 

Court liaison/testimony 

CASA (Court Appointed Special Advocates) 

The CASA program began in McLennan County in 1994 and Hill County was added in 1996.  CASA is a “child’s voice in court” 

and works with children who are in state care due to abuse and/or neglect.  During this fiscal year, 283 children benefited 

from regular CASA contact and interventions which include:

24/7 crisis services for victims of crime.  By 

covering the crisis hotline, an 

advocate provides much needed 

support when a crime victim is faced 

with feelings of sadness and despair or 

needs assistance with legal and safety 

concerns. 

In addition to 

answering the 

24-hour crisis hotline, advocates 

are on-call to meet sexual as-

sault survivors at Waco hospi-

tals in order to provide comfort, 

support, and information.  Advocates also act as liai-

sons between the survivor, law enforcement and medi-

cal personnel. 

Advocates are trained in crisis intervention, medical 

protocol, offender profiles, rape trauma syndrome, 

and other areas.
