n January 11, 2007
Breakthrough took a
significant step forward in
the development of our
campus plan, purchasing land off
of Maryville Pike in South
Knoxuville. Curtis and Janet Manual
sold us the property at well under
its appraised valued and rejected
at least one offer of significantly
more money, because they wanted
Breakthrough to have an
opportunity to purchase their
property. The site already has a
building which will house our
administrative offices and has the
potential to be used for structured
day activities. We are deeply
appreciative of the end of the year
financial support we received,
which helped make the purchase
possible. We are especially grateful
to Knoxville attorney, Gordon Ball,
who provided $32,000 from a
recent settlement in which he was
the lead counsel for the plaintiffs.

Prior to the purchased we obtained approval from
the Metropolitan Planning Commission for our site
plan and approval from the Knoxville Utilities Board
to reserve sewer capacity. We anticipate relocating
to our new location in March. Our new address will
be Breakthrough Corporation, 1805 Maryville Pike,
Knoxville, TN 37920.
