We offer internships to high school and college youth to teach the value of
community work and learn practical skills to complement their academic work.

Afghan families contact us with questions regarding housing, immigration, etc.
If/when we can't directly help, we serve as a referral agency between the
Afghan community and other non-profit organizations.

We have redistributed computers to deserving Afghan families or organizations.

We helped the NY Immigration Coalition with their voter registration and hope to
raise awareness about civil rights and responsibilities within the Afghan com-
munity.

We are increasing the resources on Afghanistan and Islam in area libraries,
beginning with Flushing Public Library and the International Resource Center.

We have assisted other Afghan organizations in their early development so that
they may learn from our experience.

In 1997, we began distributing an academic and informative publication that will
soon be available as an online magazine to increase accessibility.

A new praject, this publication will have information about the community and
the resources of which they can take advantage. Articles will be published in
Dari, Pashtu and English.

We distribute a weekly list of Afghan events to over 1300 people. To subscribe
send a blank email to <AfghanEvents-subscribe@yahoogroups.coms.
