
 Through the use of uniform 
marketing materials across all 
eight areas within the Triad, the 
United Ways are able to reach 
commuters with the same theme 
and information, regardless of 
where they are at any given 
time. 

 “The materials for this year’s 
campaign were designed to 
reach a broader audience,” says 
Roger Beahm, chairman and 
CEO of CoyneBeahmShouse.

Building on its history of col-
laboration with the Department 
of Social Services, Consumer 
Credit Counseling Services, 
local businesses and others, the 
Davie County United Way is 
reaching out to help even more 
residents through further partner-
ships with such agencies as the 
Community Foundation of Davie 
County, Davidson County Com-
munity College, the Davie 
County Chamber of Commerce, 
the Davie County Library, Davie 
County Partnership for Children, 
Davie County Rescue Squad, the 
Davie Family YMCA.,  Farm-
ington Community Center, 
Workforce Development and 

neighboring United Way or-
ganizations.   

The result of these outreach 
efforts have been the start up 
of the Adult Literacy Council 
designed to help improve 
adult lit eracy in Davie 
County; further training for 
the Davie County Rescue 
Squad; and soon to come,  the 
Imagination Library designed 
to prepare children for kinder-
garten by providing them with 
a series of 60 books prior to 
their entrance in the public 
school system; and a senior 
lunch program for the elderly 
of the Farmington area. 

Further results can be seen 
through the cooperation of 
eight United Way organiza-
tions throughout the Triad in 
the areas of the CALL 211 

service and the development 
of a regional campaign called, 
“ together, we do what mat-
ters.”   

“All of this team work adds up 
to success!” stated Forst.  
“We’ve increased services 
thanks to the partnerships 
between DCUW and other 
nonprofits in Davie County.  
We’ve also decreased ex-
penses thanks to the teamwork 
of United Ways in eight coun-
ties: Alamance, Davidson, 
Davie, Forsyth, Greater 
Greensboro, Greater High 
Point, Randolph, and Rock-
ingham.  In this day and age, 
collaboration is definitely the 
key to success in any non-
profit organization and I’m 
glad that DCUW is a part of 
it!”  
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The eight United Ways of the 
Triad joined forces to launch the 
new 2005 “Together, We Do 
What Matters” marketing cam-
paign to raise awareness of the 
overall efforts and success of the 
United Way.

FOR THE FIRST TIME IN NORTH CAROLINA HISTORY  
EIGHT TRIAD UNITED WAYS UNITE TO BUILD COMM UNITY SUPPORT 

 

Unprecedented marketing campaign, ‘Together, We Do What Matters’  
reflects the ongoing impact of the contribution of any one person 
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The Davie County United Way has granted 
$3,000 to the Davie County Partnership for 
Children.  This grant will cover half of the 
program start-up costs  associated with 
bringing Dolly Parton’s Imagination Li-
brary  to our area.  Through this program 
children are registered to receive a care-
fully selected book in their mailbox each 
month from birth until their fifth birthday.  
By increasing a child’s access to books, 
this program gets children reading early.  
Learning to read is a process much like 
learning to speak or walk.  The process 
begins at birth.  Children associate sounds 
with emotions.  They must learn how a 
book works – you read left to right and you 
turn pages.  They associate pictures with 
words.  These are all steps along the way 
to learning to read.  Perhaps more impor-
tantly, they also learn to love to read.  Sit-
ting in a loved one’s lap, develops a pow-
erful association between reading and love.  
Educators have identified preschool read-
ing and parent involvement as among the 
most important steps toward a child’s suc-
cess in school but it is common sense that 
tells us most of what we need to know.  
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Through a $1,700 grant from the Davie 
County United Way along with grants 
from the Margaret C. Woodson Founda-
tion, and the Community Foundation of 
Davie County, the Davie Family YMCA 
will begin a adult lit eracy initiative this 
fall . The program, to be called “Davie 
County Reads,” aims to fund the literacy 
education of ten adults during the next 
year. The YMCA, the two foundations and 
the United Way have all i dentified literacy 
among adults as one of the community’s 
greatest needs to be addressed for 2006.  
 

Based on a successful program in Forsyth 
County run by the Community Outreach 
Services YMCA, “Davie County Reads”  
will recruit and train capable volunteers as 
tutors and pair them with adults in the 
community who are unable to read.   “The 
grants will help us purchase the training, 
curriculum and administrative materials to 
get the program started,” says Ed Barron, 
Executive Director of the Davie Family 
YMCA. “We aim to make a significant 
impact on the lives of the individuals and 
famili es in Davie County through teaching 
them the li fe skill of reading.”  

The key to success in school and beyond is 
to develop proficient reading skill s.  One of 
the most important things a parent can do to 
develop these skill s is to read with their 
child as much as possible.  
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Recently, the Farmington Community Cen-
ter and Davie County Senior Services en-
tered a partnership to provide the Senior 
Lunch Program for the elderly of the Farm-
ington area.  DCUW has granted $2,500 to 
the Farmington Community Center to help 
off-set the cost of utiliti es associated with 
the Center’s donation of their space for the 
Senior Lunch Program.  The program is 
slated to begin in October. 
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A one thousand dollar grant was given to the 
Davie County Rescue Squad to help subsi-
dize the cost of training and conference fees.    
This will allow Rescue Squad volunteers to 
keep up with their required certifications and 
trainings which, in the past, has often been 
an individual expense. 

United Way Funds Special Programs  

Forsyth, Greater Greens-
boro and High Point 
United Ways last year 
prompted five other 
United Ways within the 
Triad area to join the 2005 
“Together, We Do What 

Matters” campaign. The consistent mes-
sage of the eight Triad United Ways is 
beneficial to the region on several levels, 
including reduced costs for materials and 
expanded community outreach with 
greater support from local media outlets.

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     American Red Cross emergency responders provided about 50 
meals to emergency workers, Highway Patrol personnel, EMS and 
FAA investigators at a mid-June airplane crash scene near Hwy. 
601 in Yadkin Country, which resulted in a fatali ty. 

     Davie County fire fighter, Steve Pacitto, contacted the Emer-
gency Services Department of the Northwest NC American Red 
Cross.   An emergency staff team was dispatched to the scene to 
coordinate canteen and meal services to crash scene investigators, 
many from Davie and Yadkin counties.  The Chapter’s Emergency 
Services staff later contacted the pilot’ s survivors to provide be-
reavement assistance and to offer any other post-trauma needs.
