Buddy program through BBBS, vol-
unteers are matched with a child and 
agree to have lunch with them twice a 
month. Lunch in the elementary and 
middle schools is 25 minutes long, 
short enough to let a volunteer get 
back to work before the end of their 
own lunch hour.  Lunch times are 
staggered within the school system, 
allowing volunteers to choose the 
best lunch time for their schedule. 

  BBBS can match a volunteer at any 

of the elementary or middle schools in 
the county, allowing a volunteer to 
choose a school close to work or home. 
All you need to do is tell us where, when 
and a preferred age, and we’ ll set up the 
match! You’ ll eat lunch with that child 
twice a month throughout the school year 

on whatever days fit your schedule.
