


Why is the Family Health Partnership Clinic  
Important in Our Community?

3 annual report 2008   Family Health Partnership Clinic

Pat Kolle moved to Woodstock in May of 2006 shortly after being let go from her job of 20 
years.  She was hired as an independent journalism contractor with no health insurance.  For 
the previous 10 years, Pat was taking blood pressure medication.  Shortly after becoming 
uninsured, Pat was unable to continue to afford her medication or to see a doctor.  She 
decided, regretfully, to stop taking it.  She was made aware of the clinic through Dr. Dilla, but 
Pat was feeling fine and didn’t adhere to this suggestion.  In June of 2007, Pat suffered a heart 
attack and received angioplasty with a stint.  Once home and recovering, Pat still knew that she 
could not afford to see a doctor,  her medication or the regular blood tests she now required.  
She came to the clinic in August of 2007, where she describes meeting the “wonderful Doctor 
Donna”.  Pat was given care, instruction and guided to affordable medications by Donna, the 
clinic’s nurse practitioner.  Pat also received gift cards to help pay for the medications.  She 
came to the clinic twice and says, “I regret not adhering to advice earlier.  If I had, I would 
have saved the State (of Illinois) a lot money and would have avoided angioplasty”.  Pat is on 
Medicare now and not able to seek care at the clinic which she misses greatly.

I was sent to the Family Health Partnership Clinic while I was living at the Home of the 
Sparrow in Crystal Lake in 2001.  I was told they had a great doctors and nurses and could 
be taken care of on a sliding fee scale, according to my income, which back then was next 
to nothing.  After a 30-year marriage, my husband decided to leave and I was left with no 
monetary means.  At that time, I moved back to the McHenry area to be closer to my family, 
but with no job or living arrangements, I had to go to the Home of the Sparrow.  During this 
difficult time, I still needed to address my health issues.  I have chronic high blood pressure 
(hypertension) and must see a doctor on a regular basis.  I began to see Dr. Mowery at the 
clinic and he has been my physician ever since.  The clinic has enabled me to afford my 
healthcare, by keeping my patient visit fees reasonable.  And, with the continuity of care given 
to me by Dr. Mowery, my hypertension has been kept under control.  The Clinic has been a 
great asset to the community and I, for one, will continue to use their facilities for as long as I 
can because, even though I am 65 years old and qualify for Medicare, I can’t afford to purchase 
the supplemental policy to go with the Medicare coverage.  I just have to say, “The Clinic has a 
great and caring staff!”

“I manage a small hotel in Woodstock, Illinois.  We are not able to offer group insurance to our 
employees due to cost and most of my employees are not able to purchase their own policies.  
I am unable to purchase an affordable policy myself due to a history of cancer.  Most of my 
employees use the services of Family Health Partnership Clinic on a regular basis.  I am so 
thankful that FHPC is there to take care of this great group of hard working people.

My staff told me about the clinic shortly after I started my job in 2006.  I feel particularly 
blessed because I am able to get regular screenings for cancer.  I am thrilled to say that I am 
five years clear of breast cancer this past February.  At the clinic I have received assistance with 
getting my prescriptions at affordable prices.  I have been referred by the clinic to Centegra 
Health System for a mammogram and an ultrasound.  FHPC is an essential part of our 
community and my experience with the clinic has always been positive.  The uninsured and 
underinsured people of our area receive quality medical care at the clinic.  The staff and doctors 
treat patients with respect, professionalism, kindness and understanding.  Thank you so much 
for everything FHPC does.”

I included 
Dr. Bruksch, a local oral surgeon, in 
acknowledgement of his and my father’s 
amazing support of my 7 year old son 
when he had a major infection in his 
mouth back in September.  I am grateful 
for their help and am astounded by the 
medical bills, which makes me all the 
more appreciative of your facility and 
what you offer families who may not have 
resources/insurance that I have been able 
to tap into.”
